Called to ‘come to our senses’

The three parables of things lost and found emphasise the unending forgiveness of God, and God’s
rejoicing for those who return. In each of the situations there is a frantic search for that which is lost and a
huge celebration when the lost is found. In the parable of the Lost Son there is much to reflect on. We
hear that the younger brother eventually ‘came to his senses.” We might pray today that God show us the
aspects of our lives in which we also need to come to our senses.

In this Season of Creation, we lament the destruction of God'’s creation, we reflect on the loss of bio-
diversity and the loss of human life caused by climate change. We pray that as a global community we
might, like the lost son, ‘come to our senses’ and take the actions that are necessary to change course. It
all seems so huge and perhaps we feel there is nothing significant we can do. That is not the case. As
parishes, we can lead by example and show our commitment to care for the earth. The future of our
environment depends on the action we take now as a society. As with all significant change, it begins with
the grassroots.

‘I wish to address every person living on this planet...to enter into dialogue with all people about our
common home...The climate is a common good, belonging to all and meant for all.” (Laudato Si' 3,23)

That politicians, scientists and economists work together to protect the world’s seas and oceans.

Care for the Earth
In the Judaeo-Christian tradition, the word ‘creation’ has a broader meaning than ‘nature’, for it has to do
with God’s loving plan in which every creature has its own value and significance. Nature is usually seen
as a system which can be studied, understood and controlled, whereas creation can only be understood as
a gift from the outstretched hand of the Father of us all, and as a reality illuminated by the love which
calls us together into universal communion [...]

At the same time, Judaeo-Christian thought demythologised nature. While continuing to admire its
grandeur and immenisity, it no longer saw nature as divine ... If we acknowledge the value and fragility of
nature and, at the same time, our God-given abilities, we can finally leave behind the modern myth of
unlimited material progress. A fragile world, entrusted by God to human care, challenges us to devise
intelligent ways of directing, developing and limiting our power.
