We send the same people greeting cards,
promising to meet in the New Year; we hear the same
scripture readings at Christmas Masses, but they don’t
In any sense lose their freshness; we share in the same
rituals, and if we are honest, we wouldn’t want to
change a thing. I love Christmas. I hope all of you do.
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| am conscious there are people who will be on their
own for Christmas. Christmas can be a day of contrasts.
In one house, several family members will be crowded
around the one table wearing their party hats and
pulling Christmas crackers. Next door, a solitary figure
might be sitting alone with a microwave meal. Let’s
look out for one another this Christmas. Some of you
have suffered bereavements this past year, be gentle
with yourself, Christmas mightn’t be so easy.

Christmas this year comes as the Jubilee Year of Hope
draws to a close. We will gather in the Cathedral on the
Feast of the Holy Family to formally close it in the
diocese.
